It is possible to
lower camp fees for participants if SYSA decides to not participate in rebate program.

= Boys Intramural Update: Kim Root will be taking the position of Boys Intramural Representative.

Business:

= Registrations: Registrations for in-house teams are down from the fall. There are intramural teams
for girls U10 and U12 as well as two U10 boys’ teams and a U12 boy’s team.

Late registrations are still coming in at this
point.
